	Narrative: The on-site Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) compliance audit of the Curt Forbes Residential Center, Ames, Iowa was conducted May 16, 2016 by the Nakamoto Group, Inc. certified PREA auditor Glynn Maddox.  When the auditor arrived at the facility, an "in-briefing" meeting was held with the PREA Compliance Coordinator and the Residential Manager.  The introductions and audit process was discussed during the briefing.

The standards used for this audit became effective August 20, 2012.  This auditor discussed information contained in the Pre-Audit Questionnaire with the  PREA Compliance Coordinator prior to the on-site audit visit.  As part of the audit, a review of all agency and local facility policies and a tour of the the facility was completed. 

The average length of stay at the minimum security facility is 3.3 months.  The age range of the population is 19-63 years of age.  Eligible residents are afforded a furlough program to allow for employment seeking, family visits, recreation, shopping, religious services, vocational training, educational services and counseling sessions.  

The Residential Manager, the Residential Supervisor, the PREA Compliance Coordinator, and the Human Resources Manager were interviewed concerning their duties and responsibilities related to PREA.  Specialized staff interviewed included an Investigator, an Incident Review Team member, the Retaliation Monitor, one Staff who Performs Screening for Risk of Victimization and Abusiveness, an Intake Staff and five Unit Staff (Residential Officers) randomly selected from the three, eight hour shifts.  All staff were able to describe in detail their specific duties and responsibilities, including serving as a "first responder" if an incident occurred or allegation of sexual abuse or sexual harassment was made.  There were no volunteers or contractors available for interview.

The facility capacity is 49 beds.  There were 42 residents (5 female and 37 male) assigned to the facility on the day of the compliance audit.  Many of the residents were off-site at work at their jobs.  There were 7 randomly selected residents (4 male and 3 female) from the various housing wings of the facility interviewed by the auditor.  There were no Disabled or Limited English Proficient residents assigned to the facility at the time of the compliance audit.  There were no Gay, Transgender or Intersex residents assigned to the facility at the time of the compliance audit.  All residents interviewed stated the facility assisted them in meeting their needs.  The residents stated that staff were respectful and that they felt safe at the facility.  All residents interviewed stated they would ask staff for assistance if they were being sexually harassed or abused, indicating they have confidence in the staff.

The auditor concluded, through interviews and review of policy and documentation, that all staff and residents were very knowledgeable concerning their responsibilities involving the PREA.  During the interviews, the residents stated that staff were respectful and that they felt safe at the facility.  All residents stated they would ask staff for assistance if they were being sexually harassed or abused, indicating they have confidence in the facility staff.  Staff were able to describe in detail their specific duties and responsibilities, including being a "first responder" if an incident occurred or allegation of sexual abuse or sexual harassment was made. 
	Description of Facility Characteristics: 
The Department of Correctional Services within the Second Judicial District is one of eight judicial district correctional programs currently existing within the State of Iowa.  These are the end result of statewide development of correctional programs with the objectives of providing total services at the community-based level to correctional clients, the court system, and ultimately, the public.  The Second Judicial District operates its programs as mandated by Chapter 905 of the Code of Iowa.  Additionally, a Board of Directors with established By-Laws governs the District.  The Board of Directors is comprised of a county supervisor from each county in the district, a judicial appointee, and one citizen advisory representative.  The Department of Correctional Services, as it exists in this judicial district, provides the usual historic services and, in addition, some innovative and functional services.  The Mission of Iowa Community-Based Corrections is to enhance community safety and facilitate positive change in adult offenders.  Law-abiding behavior is promoted through supervision, accountability, treatment, education and community programming, in an innovative and cost-effective manner

The Curt Forbes Residential Center is a multi-level structure which began serving probationers in 1989, after being newly constructed.  The facility is located in the central area of Ames, Iowa, and the area surrounding the facility is what could be deemed a mixture of commercial and industrial structures.  When the facility opened, the designated capacity was 36 male residents.  As of May 2000, the designated capacity had been increased to 49 residents.  There were 37 male residents and 5 female residents at the time of the on-site visit.  There were no allegations of sexual abuse by residents during the previous 12 months.  There was one case of resident on resident sexual harassment during the previous 12 months that was substantiated.

The Mission Statement of the Curt Forbes Residential Center is Public Safety through Risk Reduction.  The center provides housing and around the clock supervision for offenders demonstrating an inability or unwillingness to function under less restrictive supervision. Offenders can be placed in a residential center as a condition of probation or parole, as a transition from a Department of Corrections institution (work release), or as an alternative to serve a sentence on a second or subsequent Operating While Intoxicated (OWI) offense. Offenders participate in programming in the community, as do probationers and parolees who are living independently.

The facility provides community based correctional services to twenty-two counties in north central Iowa.  The mission of Iowa Community Based Corrections is to enhance community safety and facilitate positive change in adult offenders.  The facility promotes law abiding behavior through supervision, accountability, treatment, education and community programming, in an innovative and cost effective manner.







	Summary of Audit Findings: At the conclusion of the on-site audit,  an "out-brief" meeting was held with the PREA Compliance Coordinator and the Residential Manager.  The auditor was provided with extensive and lengthy files prior to the audit for review to support a conclusion of compliance with the PREA.  The facility staff were found to be courteous, cooperative, knowledgeable and professional.  All areas of the facility were found to be clean and well maintained.  At the conclusion of the compliance audit, the auditor thanked the Residential Manager and staff for their hard work and dedication to the PREA compliance process.

	211 text: Policy 101 addresses this standard.  The PREA Compliance Coordinator is a Parole and Probation Supervisor  who reports directly to the District Director (Agency Head).  The Agency's zero tolerance against sexual abuse is clearly established and the policy also outlines the agency's approach to preventing, detecting and responding to sexual abuse and sexual harassment allegations.  Zero tolerance posters are displayed throughout the facility.  Both facility staff and residents are provided with a variety of opportunities to become aware of the PREA.  A review of training records and staff interviews confirmed that staff who have regular or frequent contact with residents, receive PREA related training during new employee training, on e-learning and annually at personal safety training.  The PREA Coordinator was interviewed and advised that he has sufficient time and authority to coordinate efforts to comply with PREA standards.  Compliance to this standard was determined through staff interviews and policy review.

In practice, annual refresher training including PREA topics has been provided to all employees during annual personal safety training.  Staff acknowledge in writing their understanding of the PREA. There were no volunteers available for interview, but PREA training documentation was reviewed and confirmed that training was provided.  In addition, the Training Curriculum for Volunteers and Contractors was reviewed along with policy.

	233 text: Policy 103, the PREA Offender Training Handbook, and the PREA orientation video address the requirements of this standard.  Residents receive information during the intake process that includes viewing an informational video on the PREA, receiving a PREA Offender Training Handbook (11 pages) explaining the Department’s zero-tolerance policy regarding sexual abuse and sexual harassment, how to report incidents or suspicions of sexual abuse or sexual harassment, their rights to be free from sexual abuse and sexual harassment and to be free from retaliation for reporting such incidents, and regarding Department policies and procedures for responding to such incidents.  Residents are also provided contact information for advocacy services and other reporting venues in the handbook.  Services available from the advocacy center, Assault Care Center Extending Shelter and Support (ACCESS) advocacy program, are throughly explained in the handbook. As part of the intake process all residents view an informational video on the PREA. Interviews with residents and reviews of documentation confirmed that residents are provided PREA education upon admission.  Interviews with staff and residents, as well as documentation review, support the facility substantially exceeding the requirement of this standard.

The policy prohibits any type of retaliation to any staff or resident who has reported sexual abuse or sexual harassment or who cooperated in any PREA allegation investigation. Criminal investigations are referred to the Ames Police Department who would confer with the county prosecutor to determine if prosecution would be pursued.  There were no criminal investigations during this audit period.  Per the District Director's designee and the Residential Manager, the facility would cooperate fully with any outside agency who conducts an investigation.  There was one administrative investigation involving a resident on resident allegation of sexual harassment during the previous 12 months.  The allegation in this case was substantiated after it was investigated by a properly trained investigator. Compliance to the standard was determined through interviews with facility investigators and policy review.

Policy requires that a resident victim be informed of the determination of an investigation into an allegation of sexual abuse or sexual harassment; that is whether the allegation was determined to be substantiated, unsubstantiated, or unfounded.  If the allegation and investigation involves staff, the department is to inform the victim whenever the staff member is no longer in the resident's facility, if the staff member is no longer employed at the facility, when the staff member has been indicted on a charge related to sexual abuse within the facility, or when the staff member has been convicted on a charge related to sexual abuse within the facility. Policy goes on to say that the Department shall take appropriate remedial measures, and shall consider whether to prohibit further contact with offenders, in the case of any other violation of agency sexual abuse or sexual harassment policies by a contractor or volunteer.  During the audit period there were no contractors or volunteers accused of sexual abuse or sexual harassment by a resident.  The Residential Manager stated that contractors or volunteers would be terminated immediately if they engaged in sexual abuse or sexual harassment of a resident. Sanctions shall be commensurate with the nature and circumstances of the abuse committed, the resident's disciplinary history and the sanctions imposed for comparable offenses by other residents with similar histories.  The disciplinary process shall consider whether an resident's mental disabilities or mental illness contributed to his or her behavior when determining what type of sanction, if any, should be imposed.  If the department offers therapy, counseling or other interventions designed to address and correct underlying reasons or motivations for the abuse, the department shall consider whether to require the offending resident to participate in such interventions as a condition of access to programming or other benefits. There was one case of resident on resident sexual harassment substantiated during the previous 12 months. An interview with a facility investigator and a review of policy confirmed compliance to this standard.

Policy states that the department shall offer medical and mental health evaluation and as appropriate, treatment to all residents who have been victimized by sexual abuse in the facility.  The evaluation and treatment of such victims shall include, as appropriate, follow-up services, treatment plans and when necessary, referrals for continued care following their transfer to, or placement in, other facilities or their release from custody.  The Department shall offer medical and mental health evaluation and, as appropriate, treatment to all offenders who have been victimized by sexual abuse in the facility. Compliance with this standard was determined based on an interview with the PREA Coordinator and a review of policy and examining the most recent annual report on the Department's website.

The facility has a Memorandum of Understanding with Mary Greely Hospital for emergency medical treatment and with ACCESS for mental health treatment and crisis intervention services.
