Identification of problem areas— Residential officers were not accustomed to conducting pat
searches in view of video cameras.

Policy was reviewed and acknowledged by
staff. All staff members are trained annually in preventing and detecting sexual abuse in
the facilities. Staff knowledge and awareness of PREA has increased in the past few years.
